From Pastor  
Dear Ones – 
When I sat down to write this I did so 
keeping in mind that this will be my 
last Parish Paper message as Pastor 
here at JLC. 
Being so, I asked myself what is the 
one thing I want to say to you and 
hope you keep in mind long after I am 
gone? 
And here it is:  Those of you who 
have family near by, you are blessed 
beyond measure! 
After my intern-
ship for the ALC 
in ’78, the pastor 
under whom I 
had interned 
made sure that I wouldn’t be available 
for Call anywhere in Ohio.  He pulled 
some strings and had me sent to Wis-
consin, far away from here.  Right 
before I left for Wisconsin, dragging 
my sobbing wife and children with 
me, he confessed to me that he had 
considered me such a threat, (the peo-
ple in his congregation had taken a 
liking to me while I interned there), 
that he wanted me way out of the 
reach of his congregants.   
Now…up until then my children had 
access to their grandparents, aunts, 
uncles, cousins and everyone else they 
had been close to for the first 8 or so 
years of their lives.  Being sent away 
to a village of 460 people, (most of 
whom were related), in the backwoods 
of southwest Wisconsin, broke their 
hearts, and their mother’s heart as 
well.  Being separated from their fam-
ily was a devastating experience for 
my children and now I know that it 
damaged them permanently.

Looking back, I realized that upon Seminary graduation, I needed a 
job…and had no choice but to take that Call to Wisconsin; a man has 
to support his family!  And, to this day, I am still struggling with try-
ing to forgive that pastor responsible for separating my children from 
their grandparents.  What he did to us was evil.   
We survived, not unscathed, but we survived and thank God we were 
offered the Call to JLC in 1984.  Now my children were less than an 
hour’s drive to their grandparents’ homes in Alliance.   
But, those years when they had been separated from family could 
never be replaced, and the damage had been done.  Deep sadness and 
unrelenting homesickness can hurt children more than adults can 
fathom. 
There is something about a little child growing up around grandpar-
ents that solidifies that child’s spirit and personality.  Grandparents 
are special people, as are aunts, uncles, cousins, and everyone else 
considered family. 
So…here is what I want to say:  When I moved here I was amazed 
and even appalled at how much so many people didn’t care that they 
had family right in the same town with them!  There were people in 
this church who didn’t even speak to family members living nearby!   
If you have family nearby, even if it’s an hour or so drive to get to 
them, BE GRATEFUL!  Count your blessings, people!  And grand-
parents get involved with your grandchildren!  And if you get all bent 
out of shape because your grandchildren break your precious routine, 
get a grip!  One day the only routine you will have is laying flat on 
your back hoping someone will remember to change your Depends! 
So…that is what I want to leave you with.  For God’s sake, people, if 
you have family nearby, visit them!  Get involved!  And if your kids 
and grandkids need financial help and you can help them, do it!  And 
do it even if you can’t afford it!  Don’t be stubborn and insist that By 
God, I didn’t have help when I was their age…so they are going to 
have to learn to fend for themselves, like I did!  Guess what!  Life 
today is nothing like it was when we were their ages!  Help them out! 
 
Thank you for taking the time to read this and thank you for being so 
patient with me over the years.  I know that I managed, at some point 
in time or another, to offend many of you; and I am deeply sorry for 
that.  I had to do a lot of growing up over the years.   
Thank you for allowing me to be a part of your family for 26 years.  I 
am a better person for it.
